Recently Pettit was offered an sponsorship opportunity when asked to replace the image of a missing child to place their company logo in its place he commented. “I made a commitment to the program and I will keep it. Jim Pettit II went on to say its not about the money anymore we need the support but sometimes you just have to take a stand for something you believe in”
