Lateasa Hicks, marketing team leader at the store, said that when Paula didn't call work to notify them she wouldn't be in, people with whom she worked became concerned about her whereabouts. Hicks became concerned and sent someone to Wade's residence at Common Apartments twice that morning to find her. Wade's vehicle, a 1998 Chevy Blazer was still there, but there was no sign of Wade or her son, Brandon. Police officers responded to the apartment and contacted the landlord. No trace of Wade or her son was found. 

Darrell LaMoure, will profile Paula Ann Wade, mother of Brandon on his Napa Auto Parts Chevy. “I have a lot on my mind this week, with thoughts of Joe and his team, Paula and Brandon and the fund raising effort we are putting on at this event. We are driven by purpose with emphasis on helping people and we need the communities help to continue” Said Mr. LaMoure
