Tim had recently earned his MBA from Cal Lutheran and graduated with a BA from USC among his many achievements were his sons Mark and Stephan who with their father completed the process of Eagle scouting. 

Tim a dedicated father his family doesn’t believe he just walked away from his life. “ Tim is a great man husband and father there wasn’t anything he wouldn’t do for his family, Tim had left his job due to health related issues and was a little depressed but it wasn’t his nature to give up” Said Pamela Perryman, Tim’s wife

Timothy was an avid race fan and once worked at the old Ontario Speedway back in the day. “We hope that someone has seen Tim! LaMoure went on to say, Timothy is known to hike the hills surrounding his residence near Thousand Oaks Agoura Hills if you’re up in those areas keep a look out for him.
