This weekend, Pettit will profile Raymond Walter Wiggs III of Alanson, MI on the hood of his racecar.

Mr. Wiggs, is a twenty-one year old, five-foot ten, 160 pound, white, male that was last seen

October 24, 2003 by friends walking in a drainage path approximately 1.5 miles South of Road 20R in a remote area known as Grassy Hills. At the time of his disappearance he was wearing White tank top, navy blue T-shirt, blue lightweight jogging pants, brown leather shoes and white "Adidas" hat. Wiggs has a pierced left ear, tattoo of a “Keltic Cross” on his right bicep and tends to bite his fingernails.
